WHAT IS THE AMDC-USR CLINICAL
RESEARCH STUDY?

The AMDC-USR clinical research study will evaluate the
safety and effectiveness of an investigational product

in which your own muscle cells are collected from your
thigh, processed, and re-injected into your urethra — the
tube connected to the bladder that releases urine.
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WHO IS ELIGIBLE FOR THE AMDC-
USR CLINICAL RESEARCH STUDY?

* Women with symptoms of stress urinary incontinence
(accidental loss of urine due to physical activity)

* At least 18 years of age or older

Women who participate in this study will be asked to
attend in-person visits and provide thigh muscle

biopsy, participate in telephone calls and symptom
questionnaires, and complete voiding diaries during five
follow-up visits over the course of two years.
